Many Purpose Black will work on the
srreat majority of jobs, and some printers
have, and use, no other. When tempera-
ture, air conditions, and rollers are right,
difficalty is very seldom experienced, But
many times the ideal combination may
not be present, and it is handy to have a
little of the varions hlacks which are es-
pecially compounded for specific papers

| and forms.

Bond paper, parchment, vellum, and
many card bristols have a surface treated
so that they will take writing ink without
its zoaking in and spreading. For these,
bond black with its ability to dry on the
?u}'fmc and made for the purpose, will
1elp.

Book paper, news and circunlar papers
—"printing papers’ —have a more ab-
sarhent surface, and can ose a softer ink.
Buok black fills this requirement.

Coated or enameled stocks will take an
ink which iz less sticky and tacky, one
which does not pull at the sumrface of the
paper when the type comes away from it.
Halftone black is made to fit such require-
ments. [t may also be used inother, stiffer
inks to eut down stickiness or tack, being
used in any proportion that serves your
purpose best.

While most black inks, having an oil
base, will withstand the weather outside

| pretty well, indelible black is better and
should be used on ¢loth and other fabrics
if thew are to be washed.

Like Many Purpose Black, the Many
Purpose colors will fill most requirements
without doctaring. Under special condi-
tions vou can use Drying, Reducing, and
Fuum; compounds, or Gloss Varnish to
get just the results you need.

Selecting the Right Paper

Bond papers are used for sta-
tionery and other similar work be-
cause they will take writing ink
well. They will also stand up under
handling, such as in loose leaf
books. But they are not so easy
to print on as other papers made
primarily for easier presswork.
Therefore, wherever possible use
papers like Standard White, Me-
dium White, Heavy All Purpose, ete.
(so-called book or printing ({Japers)
for your work. Ese Bond paper
for stationery and any other print-
ing which calls for writing on it,
such as preseription blanks, order
blanks, ete.

Use Enameled-60 or Hi-Gloss En-
ameled-70 for jobs with halftone cuts
Lustra-Finish or Glossy Post Card if
card stock is called for.

Medium White or Standard White
(a little heavier) will do for a large
portion of regular printing.

Other papers and cards of var-
ious weights and finishes are listed,
with deseriptions and suggested
uses.

How to Save Money on
Paper Purchases

Paper, cards, envelopes and such
supplies are bulky and heavy in re-
lation to their value. As shipping
costs, particularly minimum charges,
have gone up, they have posed quite
a problem to the paper jobber as well
as the printer. On top of that, it costs
just about as much to handle a small
order as a large one. Prices on small
quantities have therefore had a ten-
deney to increase in greater percent-
age than on large ones.

You ecan lick this cost situation to
a large extent if you will do a little
planning. If you have an order for
500 envelopes, or 500 sheets, or 500
cards, and are short so that you in
turn must place an order, look over
your stock and see what other env-
elopes, paper, or cards you are likely to
need in the near future. The quan-
tity price is yours as long as you
orderin standard packages—see ‘‘How
{o Order’” on page B-11. The same ap-
plies to stationery cabinets. Assort
the selection according to your needs
and get the quantity price.

The saving in such planning is en-
tirely wours, because the customer
should pay you on the basis of the
quantity he actually buys, not on
the price you pay if you buy in larger
lots to take care of future orders.

How To Save Money
On Type

Count the number of capital A’s
and small a’s in the work you are
gom to do, or are likely to have to

o. Then, after you have decided on
the st’yle and size, check the number
of A’s and a’s in the type style
you propose to buy. For instance,
in 8 point Century Roman No. 085
you will find a regular font with
6 A’s and 13 a’s. You will also find a
large font with 18 A’sand 40 a’s. The
large font, with three times as much
tyije in it, may be more economi-
cal for you.

Regular (and medium) fonts are
carried and sold only as one complete
package, but the large fonts are
separated into packages of caps,
small letters (called lower case) and
figures, so if you find you need more
of one than the other, you can order
separate packages. Or you may have
a job which requires a lot of figures.
Figure fonts contain, roughly, about the same
number of 1’s as Cap A's in the cap fonts, about
10% more 0's, and about 20% less of the figures
from 2 to ¥ and the £ sign.

Typestyleslike Copperplate Gothicand Bond
(Gothic, instead of having both capital and small
letters, have up to four sizes of caps on one size
body, and when these types are used, they can
be mized in the same line (for instance, using 614
Bond Gothicsix point for eaps,and 613 forsmall
letters, or 613 for caps, with 612 for small letters,
ete.) Such types are intended to be used that
way, and are purposely made without ordinary
lower case characters.

For vour convenience, type is shown grouped
by sizes, and also by styles. You can use either
way for selection, whichever is easier for you.

If you want #o buy ﬁsures only, or extra caps
or lower ease, you'll find the Table C (for Conn-
ecticent type) or Table E (for New England
type) very hakdy.

Quantities of single letlers, tiguru& or other
characters may be cast up to order, and you'll
find them in Table A and Table B. However, in
most cases, because of the economies in regular
easting schedules, it's cheaper to buy the stand-
ard package, even though you get some char-
acters which you will not need.

Parts on various sizes and models of previous years
are NOT THE SAME. They vary and the illustrations
in the Supply Book are oniy to help you use the right
name when ordering. To identify your press we need
OTHER INFORMATION as requested below.

All the browns, oranges, pur- |
ples, greens and their infinite variations
are produced by prifting one or more of
the four colors. o

You have the opportunity of using
this same method. To aimplify your
work, you can buy, not only the red, yel-
low, blue and black ink, but the green,
brown, orange and purple. This makes it
unnecessary to print one cclor over the
other on ordinary work. But, if you geta
job calling for green as well as blue and
vellow, the simple thing to do is to print
the blue over the yellow for the green,
